The I nterm archŽ is very good,  m uch bigger than m ost  ( I nterm archŽs,  IÕve usually  found to be 
quit e sm all)  but  it  is closed on Sundays and shuts at  7 Monday t hrough Saturday,  so donÕt  leave your 
shopping too lat e,  but  this com es from  som eone who lives by a 24h Tesco.
